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A few years ago at the Seattle Special Olympics, nine contestants, 
all physically or mentally disabled, assembled at the starting line 
for the 100 meter dash. At the gun they all started out, not exactly 

in a dash, but with the relish to run the race to the finish and win.

All, that is, except one boy who stumbled on the asphalt, tumbled
over a couple of times, and began to cry. The other eight heard the boy
cry. They slowed down and paused. Then they all turned around and
went back. Every one of them. One girl with Down’s Syndrome bent
down and kissed him and said, “This will make it better”. Then all nine
linked arms and walked together to the finish line.

Everyone in the stadium stood, and the cheering went on for 10
minutes .

Lesson: Have concern even if it cost you dearly!
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I      will always guide you and satisfy you with good 
things. I will keep you strong and well. You will be 
like a garden that has plenty of water,like a spring of 

water that never goes dry…  (Isaiah 58:11)

Q. What should I do if someone tells me they are thinking about suicide?

Ans. If someone tells you they are thinking about suicide, you should take
their distress seriously, listen non-judgmentally, and help them get to a
professional counselor. People consider suicide when they are hopeless and
unable to see alternative solutions to problems. Suicidal behavior is most
often related to a mental disorder, frustration, depression, addiction to alcohol
or other substance. If someone is in imminent danger of harming himself or
herself, do not leave the person alone. If you are incapable of helping the
person, report the matter immediately to people who can intervene.

Q. What do you think is the reason why Young people think of attempting
suicide?

Ans.Personally I think people commit suicide due to accumulated frustrations. 
to avoid the same one should try and release the tension and anxiety that is
within; talk to someone about whatever is bothering you and you’ll feel better.
Think positively despite the problems, remember others could be worse
off than you and avoid negative thoughts.
